Throughout the duration of practical training, the site manager/supervisor works
closely with the supervising teacher in order to make sure that the skills and
competences disclosed in the practical training logbook are met. The supervising
teacher visits the students' workplace and becomes acquainted with the tasks
assigned to the students, monitors and signs the practical training logbook, and
monitors the students' performance and solves their problems as they relate to
their work placement. The supervising teacher also evaluates the performance of
the students based on specific criteria, as presented in the practical training
logbook. Relevant instructions are enclosed in the practical training logbook. Both
the site manager and the supervising teacher compose and sign the student
performance report. The supervising teacher confirms that the practical training
logbook has been duly completed, both by the student, the site
manager/supervisor, and him/herself, and whether the practical training can be
assessed as "Success” or “Failure”.

Duration
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Students’ practical raining is carried out either during the 4th semester or during
the summer period that follows immediately after. In particular, 160 hours is
considered the minimum requirement for the successful completion of Practical
Training, executed in a period of eight weeks within the time frame that has been
defined above. In the event that the practical training is not completed correctly,
the student is required to undertake the course again the following academic year.

The College approves the media in which students will be laced for the practical
training. During the internship, the students are obliged to attend the Media stations
they will be placed and perform the tasks assigned to them. Their presence is
recorded by the person in charge in the Logbook.

The course requires that the students are engaged during their practical training in
meaningful ways. The completion of the Practical Training Logbook is an obligation
for the successful participation to the Programme of Study.

The strategic vision of the institution
supports this endeavor wholeheartedly and will always be willing to provide the platform that
enables researchers at all levels to excel.

1. Retain, develop and recruit talented staff that have research
aspirations.

Expanding research activity is dependent on staff members and students. The College will
support the members of the community to identify, cultivate and develop their research
experience. Being fully aware of the pressures revolving around the teaching schedule and
administrative workloads brings the need to continuously develop support mechanisms that will
allow researchers to focus on their work as best as possible. With the expansion of the
Programme portfolio in mind, the College will focus on recruiting the best talent available in the
market, with senior management involved in all recruitment stages to ensure that this objective
is met.

2. Provide the best possible environment and systems to deliver on
research.
The College is committed to expand its IT service Infrastructure which is vital for the delivery of
research projects. This involves the acquisition of new systems while revamping existing tools.

3. Increase the scope of research and increase quality.
The College will prioritise a wider scope for research as the programme portfolio is expanded.
Despite this objective, focus will also be placed on excelling in inter-disciplinary research of core
disciplines while maintaining the quality of research. The College is keen on expanding its
research base and pursue new research opportunities while exploiting new funding
opportunities.

4. Increase the impact of research and expand partnerships.
The College is working closely with Teaching staff and the KES Research Center to approach
new partners, accelerate activities from innovation to implementation that will in effect have a
greater societal and market impact. Current partners must also be cultivated, to engage in activity
with a common purpose that will capitalise on value-added actions, continuous trust and support.
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5. Develop and deliver high level Programmes with an emphasis on
research-based education provision.

The commitment to deliver new and high-level Programmes of study will create multiple
opportunities for research activity that can be utilised by the teaching staff as well as the students.
The College community will enjoy a more challenging and fulfilling academic experience, filled
with opportunity and innovation. Enhancing research activity will develop expertise and create
the pipeline necessary for the development of new and innovative programmes of study.

4.0. Research policy

KES College is committed to taking all necessary measures in order to ensure that applied
research is promoted within the College community. The main scope of the policy focuses on the
fact that teaching and learning should be enlightened by research activities, in support of the
College’s main goal of improving its students’ professional perspective and experience.

KES College predominantly offers Academic and Vocational Programmes of Study with a great
emphasis on professional and practical training and is thus interested in developing research
activities focusing mainly on applied research to bridge societal and market needs with its
substantial programme portfolio. To achieve this goal, it collaborates with large corporations,
SMEs, Employers Federations, Associations, Research Institutes as well as various
organisations and research bodies.

Through its annual calls for internal research funding, the College seeks to set up Research
Teams that consist of the College's faculty / research staff, working autonomously or in
collaboration with external bodies.

For achieving these goals, the College primarily collaborates with, but not limited to, the KES
RESEARCH CENTRE. This is a non-profit research organization registered at the Cyprus
Research Promotion Foundation (UNIC: 1217026583) and at the Registrar of Companies and
Official Receiver as a private non-profit limited liability company (HE395935) based in Nicosia
(Cyprus). It operates either autonomously or in co-operation with other entities, such as
companies, research institutes, external researchers and academics.

Through this collaboration, KES College shares the objectives of the KES RESEARCH
CENTRE, which are:

¢ The independent conduct of mainly applied research (industrial research or experimental
development) and the wide dissemination of research results through teaching,
publication or transfer of knowledge.

e The continuous promotion of research and innovation within the Republic of Cyprus.
The participation of Cypriot researchers in international research activities and the
cooperation of Cypriot researchers with researchers from other countries.

e The preparation and submission of research proposals for funding by Cypriot, European,
International or other agencies and institutions.

¢ The dissemination of research results to the public.

Under the above framework, research is conducted at KES College in two ways: A) Through
the individual research work of each academic staff and B) Through calls for internal research
programs funded by the College (or jointly by other interested bodies) offering incentives to its
teaching staff for participation. The College strives to stimulate research work for the academic
development of its teaching staff, having in mind that teaching can also benefit from research
work. In addition, it seeks to benefit the students of its programs by offering them new
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opportunities and experiences to participate in research projects and encourages that the
output of such activities is used in their theses. This mainly applies for students of its Higher
Diplomas and Bachelor Degree Programmes.

5.0. Regulations and procedures of research work

Once a year, KES College releases a call to all members of its teaching staff for the submission
of research proposals to be evaluated for internal funding. The call specifies the duration of the
call, the number of proposals to be funded, the evaluation process, the amount of funding and
the duration of the projects. Proposals should aim at developing research projects and forming
Research Teams within the College, in collaboration, if required, with external partners, to
generate new knowledge in the areas of Health, Society, Business and the Environment, where
the Institution has developed all its Programmes of Study. The Research Officer of the College
has the responsibility of issuing the call and reports to the College's Board of Directors. The
qualifications of the Research Officer include the minimum requirement of being a PhD holder
and having significant and extensive research experience. The Research Officer is also
responsible for setting up the Evaluation Committee for the submitted research proposals. The
committee is composed of members of the College with research experience but could also
involve external evaluators.

Proposals are evaluated by the said Committee. The Evaluation Committee submits its
recommendations to the Board of Directors of the College for the final decision on the funding of
the submitted research proposals. Once a research proposal has received a positive evaluation, the
Research Teams are expected to submit their research progress reports to the Director of
Research every three or six months. The research progress reports are forwarded to the
Research Committee and the Board of Directors of the College for final approval. The research
activities are carried out by the Research Teams in collaboration with the relevant Programme
Coordinators and, when required, with KES RESEARCH CENTER or other partners.

At the end of each academic year, the Director of Research submits to the Board of Directors
a report of the research activities carried out based on the reports produced by the Research
Teams. The Director of Research is also tasked with supporting the dissemination of the
Colleges’ research activity. Apart from the usual channels for disseminating research findings
(scientific conference announcements, journals, publications, etc.), the College may use other
means that are readily available at the College level (Website, the College’s Journal, Social
Media etc.) or may organise special dissemination events.

The Director of Research of KES College also monitors the opening of research calls
announced by both Public and Private Foundations in Cyprus and other bodies and has the
overall responsibility for informing faculty members of the opportunities given for participating
in external research programmes. In addition, the Director of Research may offer the necessary
support and guidance to those members of the teaching staff who might wish to pursue a
research call. The Director of Research also liaises with KES RESEARCH CENTER and other
research partners on their research support needs and informs the Programme Coordinators of
each Programme of Study at KES College. The Programme Coordinators are tasked with
informing the academic staff and students for opportunities as they relate to participating to research
projects.
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6.0. Internal research funding policy

The Research Teams of projects that are selected are given financial incentives by allocating
€1,000 to complete their Final Project Report and publish their Results, in addition to financing
the operational costs of conducting the research (consumables, cost of outsourcing analyses,
travels etc.). The Research Officer of the College is responsible for the evaluation of the Final
Project Report in collaboration with the projects evaluation committee.

To each Research Team Member an additional economic support is provided for:

1. Participating with a Scientific Announcement (oral or poster) at an International
Conference — up to €1000
2. Participating with a Scientific Announcement (oral or poster) at a National Conference
—up to €700
3. Attending an International Conference- up to €500
4. Attending a National Conference- up to €300

A precondition for receiving the above funding is to register at the conference with the affiliation of
KES College.

Research Team members that have submitted their Final Report are also given priority in their
applications for participating in Erasmus + for one academic year to promote:

1. Scientific training abroad

2. Scientific networking / collaboration

3. The invitation of foreign scientists to Cyprus for scientific networking-cooperation

The College provides all the facilities and equipment that might be needed to accommodate the
staff and students’ research activities. In case a research project requires specialised equipment
that is not readily available, KES College achieves a collaboration with external laboratories.
Through its policy and practices, KES College encourages research collaboration within and
outside the Institution, as well as participation in collaborative research funding programmes.
Research collaboration, both within and outside the College, is the cornerstone of the College’s
research policy and is promoted through its internal research funding program.

7.0. Linking research activity to teaching

The College's Short Cycle Programmes (Diplomas and Higher Diploma) are mostly Vocational in
nature. However, a Thesis is required to complete the academic requirements of the Higher
Diploma and Bachelor's Degree Programmes. The Thesis is the main means of introducing
students to the research process. In addition, the results of the research projects carried out
within the College, either being completed projects or ongoing projects, are made available to
the students so to assist them with the preparation of their Thesis.

The various Programmes of Study also include courses for the preparation of writing a Thesis,
focusing on research methodology, taught by academic staff with research experience. In
these courses, students are trained in the design, implementation and presentation of scientific
work, in scientific methods, in techniques of scientific and academic writing, including the
selection and use of relevant literature. Finally, a number of students are involved in the
implementation of research projects, which enhances their exposure to the research process.
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8.0. Linking research activity to the research policy

The College's research policy is based on the development of applied research activities,
mainly focusing on the needs of society and the market related to Health, Society, Business
and Environmental themes in accordance to its Programme portfolio. To achieve this goal, it
has since 2018 established its internal research funding programme promoting the formation
of Research Teams that collaborate with external partners to transfer know-how to society and
the production sector.

Examples of how its internal research funding complies with its research policy are outlined in
the following research projects:
