Enhanced organization of the event, clear communication regarding the language of
instruction, and increased participation from the Department’s faculty would greatly
improve the overall experience.

| believe the following suggestions could enhance the skills and experiences of PhD students
in our Department, ultimately improving their presentations and participation in similar
events and higher-level initiatives: Presentation Opportunities: In future events, it would be
beneficial to invite PhD students to present a segment of their research, particularly when it
is relevant to the event’s topic. This not only allows them to showcase their work but also
helps them gain valuable experience in presenting. Course Involvement: PhD students could
be integrated into some of the courses offered by the Department, whether at the
undergraduate or postgraduate level. This would enhance their teaching experience and
foster collaboration within the academic community. Research Clusters Participation:
Providing invitations for PhD students to join Research Clusters and present their work
would be a great way to encourage their involvement and allow them to receive feedback
from peers and faculty. Lab Participation: It would be beneficial for PhD students whose
research aligns with any of the labs or programs within the Department to have the
opportunity to participate actively. This hands-on experience could significantly enhance
their research skills and collaboration.
