Approaches

L All students with no relevant knowledge and skills will attend this preparatory course where they will be
introduced to basic concepts and skills in child and adolescent protection.




The programme during the first semester introduces students to concepts of a) research skills
(necessary for this Master as the majority of the modules require small scale studies), b) decision-
making process in the child protection system (right to express their opinion, involvement of service
users), and c) concepts of law governing children’s rights, best interests of the child, special law
regulations for professionals assessing the interests of the child.

In the second semester students receive a more in-depth knowledge and skills. They will be taught
skills and concepts about empowering and strengthening mental resilience in children and families
and at the same time students will learn skills and theoretical concepts that interrelate. Trauma
assessment and mental resilience. As those modules take place in interdisciplinary settings students
will learn how to manage child care settings but also how to work with other disciplines.

Path A

Students submitting evidence of work (reference letter) and academic relevance (academic
degree) to this programme will follow Path A.

Path B

Students following Path B will take course 1 (the preparatory course providing a basic
knowledge of child protection concepts and skills) and course 5 (the practicum), plus two
further elective courses. Course 1 will be a Pass/Fail course and will be assessed by a written
assignment. The Practicum will include a minimum 80 hours of placement, supervision and
group meetings with the supervisor where students will discuss and share their practicum
experiences. At the end of the course, students will be assessed on a case presentation.

Semester C offers students more specialised courses. Students on both paths can choose one
compulsory and two elective courses, including the Master’s thesis.
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
