“‘Some recent positive developments that we would like to highlight for the
Evaluation Committee are the following:

(a) the acquisition, in late 2019, of a substantial supplementary budget (over
and above the awarded 2019 budget), earmarked for laboratory equipment,
amounting to 240,000 Euro. With these funds, the Department has now
acquired major new pieces of equipment including a Tapestation, an additional
real-time PCR station, a ChemiDoc imaging system for chemilluminescence
and fluorescence applications, additional BL2 cell culture hoods, a UV/visible
spectrophotometer, a microscope stage incubator for live cell imaging, -80° C
refrigerators, and several protein and nucleic acid electrophoresis systems.

(b) the acquisition, in late 2019, of supplementary budget earmarked for
maintenance of laboratory equipment, amounting to 30,000 Euro.

(c) the acquisition and installation in late 2019, through external research
funding, of a BioRad S3e cell sorter, the first fluorescence -activated cell
sorter in the department, which will enable numerous cell biology applications.
(d) the forthcoming installation in 2020, through external research funding, of a
Zeiss LSM900 with Airyscan 2 confocal microscope, the first super resolution
systemto be acquired in Cyprus (140nm resolution), which, together with
diverse microscope infrastructure already available, makes the Department the
most advanced center for biological imaging on the island.”
